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ABSTRACT

The purposes of this study were (1) to compare students’ proficiency in English
reading skill before and after learning English through online lessons and (2) to examine
students’ satisfaction towards learning English reading skill through online lessons. The
subjects of this study were 29 students enrolling the advance reading course in the first
semester of the academic year 2017 at the Faculty of Science and Techonology, Rajamangala
University of TechonologySrivijaya. The research instruments were 45 online lessons about
understanding the details, finding the topic and the main idea, and using reference words (15
online lessons for each topic). In addition, the English reading test was used as the pretest
and posttest, and a questionnaire on students’ satisfaction through online lessons was
employed to collect the data. Statistics applied in the study were means, standard deviations,
and t-test. The findings showed that there was a statistically significant difference between
the pretest and posttest scores at the 0.05 level. Students were satisfied with learning English

reading skills through online lessons at a high level (x= 4.14, S.D. = 0.71).
